Histoire des cookies

The Nestle Tollhouse Chocolate Chip Cookie Legend:

The classic American chocolate chip cookie was invented by accident in 1930 by a woman named Ruth Graves Wakefield. Ruth and her husband owned a tourist lodge and restaurant called the Tollhouse Inn, in Whitman, Massachusetts. The Tollhouse Inn gained local fame for Ruth’s delicious desserts, among them a chocolate cookie known as the “Butter Drop Do.”  One day, Ruth found herself without the baker’s chocolate she needed to make the cookies, so she substituted a semi-sweet chocolate bar, cut into pieces. Unlike the baker’s chocolate, however, the chocolate bar did not melt completely; the pieces only softened without blending with the rest of the cookie. Ruth served the strange cookie anyway, and it became her most popular dessert!

Incidentally, the chocolate bar Ruth used had been a gift from Andrew Nestle of the Nestle Chocolate Company.  When the Tollhouse chocolate chip cookie became popular, sales of Nestle’s semi-sweet chocolate bar increased. Andrew Nestle offered Ruth a deal: Nestle would print the Tollhouse cookie recipe on its packaging, and in return the company would provide Ruth with a lifetime supply of Nestle chocolate.  

And so, the Tollhouse chocolate chip cookie was born, and remains America’s most celebrated and popular baked treat.
