 American culture: making tippies with pupils 
1. Gather 6 sticks, or skewers, each about 13 cm long. 

2. Tie the sticks together at one end with a piece of string.

3. Cut your paper into a rectangle that is 13 cm x 30 cm (the width and about twice the length of your sticks). 

4. Fold the rectangle of paper in half, then in half again ; cut a quarter-circle from the bottom of the fold to the top of the outer perimeter. 

5. Unfold your paper : it should form a half-circle.

6. Decorate the half-circle with symbolic shapes, and colors found in nature like reds, blues, yellows, and black. 

7. Wrap your paper around your stick structure with the overlap in front.

8. Stick toothpicks through each side of the overlap to close it using « pins » the way plains indians originally closed their teepees.
